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BACK IN KENYA – Medical Issues Still 
Challenge!  
Susie and I returned to Kenya on schedule in early 
November.  I got the all clear from my doctor with my 
PSA still in check!  Susie however still experiences pain.  
Her hip area and back are issues that the doctor has said 
will need surgery in the future but that will only be when 
the pain is too severe. She does walk with a slight limp 
still.  If she’s feeling pretty bad, she still from time to time 
uses a cane to take the weight off her right leg.   
 
So we had a medical furlough.  We have had two of these 
this year due to my cancer and now Susie’s issue with her 
back.  It appears that the warranty has expired on our 
bodies!  We are due back in the US in the spring for 
check-ups.  I reckon we are just going to have to face it – 
with age comes more visits to the doctor!   

 
BACK TO THE MINISTRIES – We Never 
Really Left!   
We arrived early on a Saturday morning, went to church 
to prepare music for Sunday, looked over my message for 
the service Sunday.  Long day!  We had a great service 
Sunday with 700 in attendance at Crossroads Fellowship.  
On Monday I went to staff meeting and then to the bank 
to make sure the wire transfer for several projects was in.  
Then I went to Crossroads Academy to visit staff and 
pupils and meeting with headmaster.   
 
On Tuesday I headed south to 2 schools, meetings with 
staffs and then hiring contractors for projects at each 
place.  On Wednesday, work began on a new toilet 
system at Tiwi, new dining facility and new classroom at 
Perani.  We just jumped right back into stuff - it is like we 
never left here!

 
 

God blessed while we were in the US giving us a number of people who have agreed to help close out the year and 
push us into the next.  We were not able to finish all we had planned for this year but it looks like we will be able to 
get it all done by early in Jan ’10!  Praise the Lord.   

 
MINISTRY REPORT – God Continues to Bless!  
TBA – The 8th graders of Tiwi Baptist Academy have just taken the Kenya Certificate of Primary Education (KCPE) exam.  
This is our first class to take this exam.  The results will be out in January and we are eager to see how our kids have 
done.  We have 291 kids at this school and with the opening of the HS in Jan ’10 we will top 300 next year.   
 
CROSSROADS FELLOWSHIP - We got so many texts and e mails from our people as they prayed for us during our medical 
furlough.  It is so nice to be back with them!  Things have continued on well in this church as souls continue to come to 
Christ and baptisms take place each month.  I’m not so sure they miss our services that much!  We are now working on 
our Christmas Worship Concert!  Pray for Susie!   
 
BARAKA BAPTIST CHURCH/ACADEMY – We have just begun construction of several needed facilities at this school with 
161 kids.  A dining hall and a classroom are presently under construction as I mentioned before.  The school has quite a 
number of needs, but the best thing I can report is that the church attendance often reaches 200 now.  Pastor Daniel 
Charo told me yesterday that he baptizes most every month in a river nearby.   
 



CROSSROADS ACADEMY- I was speaking with Pastor Paul Odhiambo yesterday and commented as I looked at the kids 
and facilities of this church and school, “Wow, this place has really changed since we began here 4 years ago!”  Paul then 
said, “And there are great changes in people too!”  O Yes!  Changed lives for Jesus!  That is what it is ALL about!   
 
DIANI BAPTIST ACADEMY– I only provide for the feeding at this school.  DBA is the first school we had anything to do 
with starting.  I founded the Diani Baptist Church 30 years ago!  The school there now has around 300 students and the 
kids there also just took the KCPE exam as well.  Pastor Kenneth Kalama has been a good friend for 31 years!   
 
TUMAINI BAPTIST ACADEMY is a school in great need!  I took this project on as led of God 2 years ago.  We have a lot of 
HIV orphans at this school and I think this is why the Lord impressed my heart.  Stephen Chengo is a graduate of Faith 
Baptist Bible College (now Crossroads Baptist Institute).  He began this small church and then a school and now has 123 
kids.  The Lord has burdened me to help this school.  
(I’ll list the needs in our 2010 vision in a moment).   
 
CROSSROADS BAPTIST INSTITUTE is responsible so far for the training of over 200 men for the ministry.  We know of 
160 churches in existence that are led by our graduates.  Others work as assistants and some in evangelism.  We have 
just finished another term while I was away under the leadership of missionary Greg Windell.   20 students are currently 
studying for the ministry at our school.   
 

2010 VISION  
 

In a conversation in the US with a very good friend of mine, I expressed this:  I know that God is great and that He is 
really BIG!  I’ve always known and believed this.  But, what I have come to realize more and more in the last 10 years 
is that He is big enough to use you and me in a big way.   

 

¶ Crossroads Fellowship – We will finish the year averaging about 700 in the last quarter.  We want to hit an 
average of 1000 at the end of 2010.   

o We must build the Education wing of this church in 2010 – ground breaking in Jan 
o Cost:  $347,000.  We have approximately $150,000 now.   

¶ Tiwi Baptist Academy – This school has 37 on the waiting list as new students bringing the total to more than 
300.   

o Must build a laboratory - $10,000 
o Must furnish the library with books $3000 
o Must build new worship center for chapel and for the Tiwi Baptist Church that meets on the same 

property - $30,000 

¶ Baraka Baptist Academy / Church – We have already begun 2 projects on this property (dining hall and 
classroom, but there are a number of other needs)  

o New uniforms for each of the 161 pupils - $2200 
o New classrooms (4) - @ $6000 each or $18,000 

¶ Tumaini Baptist Academy / Church – This church and school are in dire need.  (This is the one with many HIV 
children.)  They do very well at what they have been called to do but really have needs to push ahead.   

o Bore hole!  A very desperate need!  $6500 
o Permanent church building - $10,000 
o Semi-permanent classrooms (6) - $15,000 
 
 

This all totals up to almost $300,000!  Perhaps your first reaction is to laugh!  In this economy?  A missionary needing 
all of that?  HA!  Who does he think he is?  Well, it is not what I think I am, it who I think God is and what He wants to 
do here.  If you can help – God bless you for contributing!  God is doing great things here – there is just a lot that still 
needs to be done.  There will be no end to what needs to be done until He returns so while we are here – we are going 
to give all we have got to push these ministries ahead for His glory.  Make no mistake, if we can see these things 
happen it will be because God has done it and He will get all the glory for it.  Right now I have about $30,000 for all of 
this so for sure, if it all gets done – God will have to be the ONE to do it!   



 
Great Stories!   
Mwanahamisi is an 8 year old from a Muslim family who attends Crossroads Academy in Vipingo.  She came to our 

school even though she could not speak.  We learned that she could not speak because she could not hear very well.  

Immediately, since we accepted her into the school we realized that we needed to get her some kind of special help.  

We got her to a place that gave some therapy for speech.  Finally it was believed that if she had a hearing aid, she would 

then hear better so that perhaps her speech would improve.  We were able to purchase the hearing aid and now she is 

beginning to speak much better!  But that is not the end of the story.   

One Sunday, Mwanahamisi came to church with a bright smile.  Her mother, who had never attended church, was 

following after her.  Pastor Paul asked her, “What are you so happy about today?”  Mwanahamisi answered, “My 

mother came to church with me today!”  Paul then met her and welcomed her.  She then expressed that she had come 

to church that Sunday because, “L ǿŀƴǘ ǘƻ ƪƴƻǿ ǘƘƛǎ DƻŘ ǘƘŀǘ ƘŜŀƭŜŘ aǿŀƴŀƘŀƳƛǎƛΦέ  Paul led her to Christ just before 

the service!    

This is not really a story, but it was very inspiring to Susie and me.   

Since we had to leave abruptly in August for my operation, some of our pastors in other parts of the country were 

expecting me to be present to preach in a conference.  When they got the report that I had to have an operation, and 

then found out later that Susie was having problems with her back and hip they were a bit discouraged and began to 

pray.  Upon our arrival back here, I was contacted while still in the airport in Nairobi by one of the pastors very close to 

us while waiting to board for Mombasa.  He said some of the pastors wanted to come to our house on Monday (2 days 

after our arrival) to pray with us.  So one of them journeyed over 70 miles just to come and pray for us!

Susie and I will be going down to South Africa to visit our daughter, Rachel and granddaughter, Kayla (and Brett our son-

in-law) for Christmas.  We will return just after the first of the New Year for a wedding and then off we go into the New 

Year.   

I go through the list of donors every month and say a prayer for each church and individual.  My heart is always stirred 

because I know that you have made a sacrifice to partner with us in these ministries in Kenya.  I cannot do justice to you 

simply by saying “Thanks!”, but please know that we love you and we really do thank you and the Lord for putting us 

together to win Kenyans to Christ and build these ministries for His glory!   

We pray that your Christmas will be filled with the wonder of the Savior Who came for us.  That you will celebrate HIM 

in your homes and rejoice in the good things He has done this year.  We also pray that your new year will be blessed.  

May you experience great joy and peace at this time of the year despite whatever circumstances you may be facing right 

now.   God will see us all through!
