Justus 
and Winnie had been married tribally years 
ago and have three children. As they got 
saved and started serving God, Justus was 
asked to consider being a deacon.  Justus 
decided that to set an example to his church 
that he and Winnie needed to get married 
before God.  The whole village turned out 
for the ceremony.  The processional lasted 
45 minutes as person after person came 
down the aisle to celebrate with the couple. 
Neighboring churches sent delegates to 
congratulate them.  All in all the wedding 
and dinner lasted 8 hours.  
 
On Sunday, March 22nd I had the privilege 
to ordain six men.  These men were all 
trained through Faith Baptist Bible College.  
After graduation they were asked to start or 
join a ministry. Now after we have seen the 
hand of God working in their lives we had 
the task of questioning them and laying our 
own hands on them to officially commission 
them into the Gospel ministry.  It was a 

great blessing to me to know that God will 
use them to reach their country for Christ. 
 
Baptism service was very meaningful last 
month.  We had Lilian Atieno and James 
Irungu signed up for baptism.  We asked 
them to come early to discuss the procedure 
of baptism but ended up discussing their 
hearts.  We told them that before the 
congregation they would be asked, “Have 
you accepted Jesus Christ as your Savior?” 
Both looked puzzled and said, “We have 
never done that!”  We still had the privilege 
of baptizing them that day after they truly 
understood and ask God into their lives for 
the forgiveness of sins. 
 
God also opened a door at the International 
School for me to go and read to the children 
in Ethan’s class.  This gives Lisa and I a 
great opportunity to meet and witness to 
many people who would never think to visit 
one of our churches.  Pray for friendships to 
develop and salvations to follow.
